Action for AIDS organizes AIDS Getai “爱之病怕不怕歌舞秀” 

           Titled "爱之病怕不怕歌舞秀” (AIDS, Scared or Not?), this Getai organized by Action for  AIDS  (AfA) will serve to bring across the message of practicing safer sex to elderly heterosexual males through an avenue that is of interest to this target group.  


This Getai will be used to disseminate the message of taking responsibility of practicing safer sex by using condoms as well as to go for regular check-ups. These messages will be conveyed through a 2½ hour Getai-style performance whereby, there will be three short skits by Getai singers who will explore the issues surrounding HIV/AIDS, as well as to preach safer sex practices in an unconventional way that will appeal to our target audience. 

The event will be held on Saturday, 17 November 2007, 7pm at the open space infront of People’s Park Complex. The emcee for the Getai will be popular seventh month emcee Lin Li (林利). Not only will there be performances to enjoy, 500 goody bags with free HIV screening sponsored by AfA will also be given out on a first come first served basis to members of the public. 


The Getai is one of AfA’s solutions to tackle the pressing problem of more elderly men being at risk of contracting the HIV virus. This will be done through the use of three short skits whereby the Getai singers will enact the various situations that these men would most likely find themselves in, and highlight the risks involved in such situations, and that, condom usage is very important especially when engaging in casual sex. The skits will also encourage these men to go for regular HIV screenings to protect not only themselves, but also their loved ones. 


By broaching the subject through the informal and entertaining way of skit performances, AfA hopes to reach out to these elderly heterosexual men to emphasize to them that safe sex is important – and that a moment of folly, is not worth the risk of bringing harm to themselves or their loved ones. This will also bring the message one step closer to those who might not have access to the other mediums of communication.  


AfA, Singapore was formed in 1988 to promote AIDS prevention, advocacy and support. In addition to educational outreach efforts, which are geared towards increasing awareness and understanding of HIV and AIDS, Action for AIDS also runs support groups which provide emotional and practical support to infected persons and their families. The organization seeks to combat discrimination and stigmatization of those with the virus and their loved ones as well as to encourage AIDS-related research activities in Singapore.
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
